Resolution 2025-04

A Resolution Prohibiting Smoking and Vaping in Union County Park and Recreational Lands

WHEREAS, the Florida Legislature, pursuant to Laws of Florida Chapter 2022-213,
amended Florida Statute §386.209 to allow counties to restrict smoking within the boundaries of
public parks owned by the county; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners finds, based on input from the public,
including Union County Students Working Against Tobacco, that smoking and vaping have
devastating health consequences; and that the youth of the county are particularly in need of
protection from such harmful effects; and

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners finds that it is in the best interest of the
health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of Union County to restrict smoking in public parks and
recreational lands to the fullest extent permitted by Florida Statute §386.209;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows:

1 Smoking and Vaping, as defined in Florida Statutes §386.209(11) and (13), are
hereby prohibited in all public parks and recreational lands owned by Union County, except as
otherwise preempted pursuant to Florida law.

Z. Signage shall be erected at Union County public parks and recreational lands to
inform the public of this policy.

THESE COVENANTS are entered into this __ day of April, 2025, by Union County, Florida,_hereinafter
referred to as the Owner, shall be effective for a period of 10 years from the date of recordation in the
Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Union County, Florida.

WHEREAS, the Owner is the fee simple titleholder of the Property located at 55 W. Main Street, Lake
Butler, Union County, Florida, as described in Exhibit A, attached to and made a part hereof and

WHEREAS, the Owner is to receive State Historic Preservation Grant assistance funds administered
by the State of Florida, Department of State, Division of Historical Resources, R.A. Gray Building, 500 South
Bronough Street, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-0250, hereinafter referred to as the Department, in the
amount of $374,996.00, to be used for the preservation of the Property of the Owner as described in
Exhibit A, and

WHEREAS, said State funds have been or will be expended for the purpose of preserving the historic
qualities of the property or contributing to the historic character of the district in which the Property is
located,

Now THEREFORE, as part of the consideration for the State grant, and in accordance with section
287.05805, Florida Statutes, the Owner hereby makes and declares the following restrictive covenants
which shall run with the title to said Property and be binding on the Owner and, if any, its heirs, successors
in title, legal representatives and assigns, for a period stated in the preamble above:

1. The Owner grants to the Department a security interest in the Property in the amount of $374,996.00,
active for the period stated in the preamble above.

2. The Owner agrees to maintain the property in accordance with good preservation practices and the
Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation.

3. The Owner agrees that no modifications will be made to the Property, other than routine repairs and
maintenance and new internments in historic cemeteries that have no impact on historic features,
without advance review and approval of the plans and specifications by the Department's Division of
Historical Resources.

4. The Owner agrees that every effort will be made to design any modifications to the Propertyina
manner consistent with the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation.

5. The Owner agrees that the Department, its agents and its designees shall have the right to inspect
the Property at all reasonable times in order to ascertain whether the conditions of the Grant Award
Agreement and these covenants are being observed.

6. The Owner agrees to record these covenants with the Office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court of Union
County, Florida prior to the release of the first installment of grant funds, and shall pay any and all
expenses associated with their filing and recording.

7. The Owner agrees that these restrictions shall encumber the property for a period of 10 years from
the date of recordation, and that if a restriction is violated within the 10-year period, the Department
shall be entitled to liquidated damages pursuant to the following schedule:

a. Amortization Schedule for projects involving improvements to Real Property: If the violation
occurs within the first ten (10) years of the effective date of these covenants, the Department
shall be entitled to return of the entire grant amount. Ifthe violation occurs after the first ten
(10) years, the Department shall be entitled to return of the entire grant amount, less 10% for

each year past the first ten (10).

b. Amortization Schedule for Acquisition projects: If the violation occurs within the first ten (10)
years of the effective date of these covenants, the Department shall be entitled to return of the
entire grant amount. If the violation occurs after the first ten (10) years, the Department shall
be entitled to return of the entire grant amount, less 5% for each year past the first ten (10).

8. Ifthe Owner violates any part of these Restrictive Covenants, then the Owner will be in default and
the Department shall have the right to exercise the following rights:

a. The Department shall have the right to declare the liquidated damages described in
paragraph 7, plus interest at the statutory rate from the time of the Owner receipt of the
grant funds, and attorneys’ fees and other expenses incurred by the Department in the
enforcement of these Restrictive Covenants, to be immediately due and payable without
notice or demand on the Owner, which notice or demand are hereby expressly waived by the
Owner, and upon the making of any such declaration, the entire amount shall become
immediately due and payable;

b. The Department may enforce its security interest in the Property to collect the entire amount
described in paragraph 8a. through foreclosure proceedings or any other manner allowed by
law;

c. Inthe event of any litigation between the parties under these Restrictive Covenants, the
prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorneys’, paralegals’ and para-
professionals’ fees and court costs at all trial and appellate levels;

d. All cash proceeds received by the Department in respect of any sale of, collection from, or
other realization upon all or any part of the Property and all payments made in respect of the
Property and received by the Department may, in the discretion of the Department, be held
by the Department as collateral for the security interest plus interest, costs and fees, or may
be applied (after payment to the Department of the reasonable expenses, including
attorneys’ fees and legal expenses, incurred by the Department in retaking, foreclosing,
collecting, selling, or disposing of the Property) at any time in whole or part by the
Department against all or any part of the Obligations in such order as the Department shall
elect. Any surplus of such payments held by the Department and remaining after payment in
full of all of the Obligations shall be paid over to the Owner or to whomsoever may be
lawfully entitled to receive such surplus. The Owner shall remain liable for any obligations
remaining unpaid.

9. The Department acknowledges and agrees that any liens or lien rights it may have or it may be
entitled to in property owned by the Owner are and shall be subordinate to the lien rights of any and
all lienholders whose liens were recorded before this document’s date of recordation. Under no
circumstance shall the Department’s liens or lien rights be subordinated to any lienholders other
than those whose liens were recorded before this document’s date of recordation.

10. The Owner agrees that the Department shall incur no tax liability as a result of these restrictive
covenants.

APRIL 2025 Commisioner’s Report

Union County 4-H Clubs held a total of 21 meetings in February with 340 members attending a meeting.

Four livestock judging teams plus 4 individuals from Union County 4-H competed in contests at the Alachua County Fair, Bradford
Agricultural Fair, Union County Agricultural Fair, and Suwannee Valley Youth Livestock Show and Sale.

4-H youth participated in the Union County Fair with 89 exhibits, 14 pies prepared and 8 table settings.

Sixteen youth and 13 adult chaperones represented Union County for 4-H Day at the Capitol.

The Union County Fair was a huge success. All livestock was safely transported and the shows were enjoyed by many in safe, well
organized events. Goats (41), Swine (79), Breed Heifers (40), Steers (38), Rabbits (53) and Poultry (42) were featured throughout the week.
Agent monitored water and fertilizer use weekly on county strawberry farms to assist farmers with state mandated Best Management
compliance. Agent also provided consultation on citrus, mulberry and oak tree culture.

The Ag/Extension auditorium was used on 23 occasions in March: 14 4-H events, 6 UCLA meetings, Florida Friendly Landscapes and
Beekeepers classes, and a DOC meeting.
